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SUMMARY OF ACTIVITY 
 
A total of 62 incidents have being captured by CCTV over the period Apr 07 to Nov 07. This 
compares to 70 in the same period last year. Anti Social Behaviour at 40% (25) and 
Suspicious Behaviour at 23% (14) accounted for the majority of reportable incidents. Both  
Vehicle Related and Criminal Behaviour account for 30% (18) of all other incidents.  
 
The most active CCTV camera unit was the High Street West at 29% (18). Multiple camera 
coverage accounted for 39% of all incidents or monitoring situations.  
 
The police made 17 arrests and the Control Centre carried out 32 directed patrols and 13 
reviews of footage. 
 
CCTV DEPLOYMENT IN WEST CORNFORTH 
 
West Cornforth as an area has a coverage of CCTV which focuses on the High Street and a 
single Play Area.

CCTV CAMERA ACTIVITY (APR – NOV 07) 
 
The combination of CCTV Cameras on the High Street permits excellent utilisation of Multi 
Cameras to monitor incidents or patrolling. Therefore although the statistics may seem low in 
isolation for Camera 73 and 74; they contribute greatly. The singular most active CCTV 
Camera is the High Street West at 29% (18).

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CCTV ACTIVITY (APR – NOV 07) 
 
Of all the reportable incidents captured over the period Apr – Nov 07; 40% were of an Anti 
Social Behaviour (25) classification. Compared to the same period in 06/07 this represents 
an increase of 4% captured by CCTV.  
 
Suspicious Behaviour accounts for 23% (14) of the reportable incidents captured. A 
significant increase compared to 06/07 at only 5 incidents for the whole year. Both Vehicle 
Related and Criminal Behaviour are highlighted 9 (15%) and 9 (15%) accounting for 30% of 
all other accountable incidents. Over the whole period (8 months) 62 incidents were 
captured; this compares to 70 in 06/07 a decrease of 11%.

CALL SOURCE (APR – NOV 07) 
 
The Police have generated 52% (32) of all CCTV Incidents compared to 42% (26). This 
pattern is typical across the Borough.  
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CONTROL ROOM RESPONSE TO INCIDENTS (APR – NOV 07) 
 
The Control Room operators and shift managers undertake a raft of supporting activity 
associated with CCTV. The main areas are included in the table below. Protracted CCTV 
patrolling is common when a suspected situation or suspicious behaviour is identified. An on-
going incident needs to be monitored until closure. Within this period this accounted for 32 
activities.  
 
The other core activity relates to the review of CCTV footage. This is done in conjunction 
with the police and images are copied and used for evidential purposes. Reviews also 
generate statements and appearances in court. Comparison between 06/07 indicates a 
decrease from 21 to 13 in this period.  
 
Neighbourhood Wardens also share Airwaves communications with the police and we are 
able to task direct when appropriate. Proactive monitoring and patrolling also leads to the 
Control Centre working closely with police officers or SW Durham Communications Centre.  
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POLICE RESPONSE TO INCIDENTS (APR – NOV 07) 
 
Analysis indicates that we are still experiencing issues with feedback from the police on the 
outcome of incidents reported. No feedback from evidential footage taken is ever 
forthcoming. The same period in 06/07 had 6 compared to 10 in this occasion. 11 arrests 
were reported compared to 6 in 06/07 for the same period. A significant increase in 
Vehicle/Persons stopped and/or searched is evident when you compare only 4 in 06/07.  
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
